Saint Damien de Veuster of Moloka’i 
(1840 – 1889), May 10

When Joseph de Veuster was born 
in Tremelo, Belgium, in 1840, few 

knowledge of leprosy, Hansen’s disease. By the time 
he died at the age of 49, people all over the world 
knew about this disease because of him … that human 
compassion could soften the ravages of this disease.

Forced to quit school at age 13 to work on the family 
farm, Joseph entered the Congregation of the Sacred 
Hearts of Jesus and Mary six years later, taking the 
name of a fourth-century physician and martyr. When 
his brother Pamphile, a priest in the same congregation, 
fell ill and was unable to go to the Hawaiian Islands as 
assigned, Damien quickly volunteered in his place … 
in his new mission, Damien was ordained a priest in 
Honolulu and assigned to the island of Hawaii.

In 1873, he went to the Hawaiian government’s 
leper colony on the island of Moloka’i, set up seven 
years earlier … Damien soon volunteered to remain 
permanently, caring for the people’s physical, medical, 
and spiritual needs. In time, he became their most 

Soon the settlement had new houses and a new church, 
school and orphanage. Morale improved considerably. 
A few years later, he succeeded in getting the Franciscan 
Sisters of Syracuse, led by Mother Marianne Cope, to 

Damien contracted Hansen’s disease and died of 
its complications. As requested, he was buried in 
Kalaupapa, but in 1936 the Belgian government 
succeeded in having his body moved to Belgium. Part 
of Damien’s body was returned to his beloved Hawaiian 

Hawaii became a state in 1959, it selected Damien as 
one of its two representatives in the Statuary Hall at the 
U.S. Capitol. Damien was canonized by Pope Benedict 
XVI on October 11, 2009.

Amendments to the Constitution and By-Laws 
Below are the proposed amendments to the St Pius Constitution and By-Laws.

Proposed amendments: 
Article II of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is hereby amended in 
connection with eligibility to attend and speak at Council meetings and vote for Parish Council 
candidates with the following replacement language: “All persons over the age of sixteen, 
who are Catholic or attend mass at St. Pius X Church, are eligible to attend and speak at 
Parish Council meetings and may vote for Parish Council candidates. However, one must be 
registered as a member of the Parish to be eligible for election to the Parish Council and 
to hold office.”

Article III, Section C, of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is hereby 
amended to remove sections 4, 5 and 6, and replace section 4 with the following language: 
“In the event that an elected or appointed member of the Council resigns or ceases to be a 
member of the Council, the President shall fill the vacancy for the balance of the unexpired 
term.”

Article III, Section D, of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is 
hereby amended to remove sections 3 and 4 as unnecessary in connection with liaisons to 
organizations.

Article IV, of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is hereby amended to 
be renamed “Transition and Implementation” and to remove sections 1 and 2, and replace 
them with the following language: “This amended set of by-laws may be adopted through 
both online and in-person balloting and takes effect immediately if it receives most of 
the votes cast through online and in-person balloting. These amended by-laws also ratify 

changes and procedures adopted in response to the Covid pandemic.

Article IV of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is hereby 
amended to add to the first sentence in section 1 the phrase “one or more Vice 
President(s)” in the place of the words “Vice President” 
Article VIII of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is hereby amended to 
remove sections 1 through 5 and replace them with the following sections:
“1. There shall be a Nominating Committee appointed by the President for recruiting 

candidates and conducting elections.
2. Parish announcements in the month before the elections shall make clear that 

parishioners may nominate themselves for election by notifying the Nominating 
Committee of their interest in seeking election to the Council.

3. The election of the members of the Council shall be through online and in-person 
balloting in Early June as designated by the Parish Council. All online elections held 
prior to the adoption of these amended by-laws are hereby ratified and deemed fully 
valid for all purposes.”

Article IX of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is hereby amended to 
remove sections 1 and 2 and replace them with the following language:
1. Proposed amendments to the by-laws may be made by the Council or by a petition 

from ten or more parishioners. Any such proposed amendments shall first be 
distributed online at least two weeks prior to the vote on them.

2. Amendments to the by-laws may be adopted through both online and in-person 
balloting, through voting procedures set by the Parish Council, and will take effect 
immediately if the amendments receive a majority of the votes cast through online 
and in-person balloting. 

This year’s parish council elections and proposed By-Law amendments will be voted on in person 
and online. All persons over the age of sixteen, who are Catholic or attend mass at St. Pius X 
Church, are eligible to vote. Ballots will be available in the Narthex starting at the 5pm mass on 
Saturday, May15th. Voting will open up on May 15th and will close on Sunday, May 30th at 
11:59pm. A link will be provided next week if you would like to vote online.
