St. Augustine of Canterbury  
(d. 605?) – May 27

In the year 596, some 40 monks set out 
from Rome to evangelize the Anglo- 
Saxons in England. Leading the group 
was Augustine … Hardly had he and his 
men reached Gaul (France) when they heard stories of 
the ferocity of the Anglo-Saxons and of the treacherous 
waters of the English Channel. Augustine returned to 
Rome and to the pope who had sent them – St. Gregory 
the Great … only to be assured by him that their fears 
were groundless.

Augustine again set out. This time the group crossed 
the English Channel and landed in the territory of 
Kent, ruled by King Ethelbert, a pagan married to a 
Christian, Bertha. Ethelbert received them kindly, set 
up a residence for them in Canterbury and within the 
year, on Pentecost Sunday, 597, was himself baptized. 
After being consecrated a bishop in France, Augustine 
returned to Canterbury, where he founded his see…  
sees were [also] established at London and Rochester.

Work was sometimes slow and Augustine did not always 
meet with success. Attempts to reconcile the Anglo- 
Saxon Christians with the original Briton Christians 
… ended in dismal failure. Augustine failed to convince 
the Britons to give up certain Celtic customs at variance 
with Rome and to forget their bitterness, helping him 
evangelize their Anglo-Saxon conquerors.

Laboring patiently, Augustine wisely heeded the  
missionary principles … suggested by Pope Gregory 
the Great: purify rather than destroy pagan temples and 
customs; let pagan rites and festivals be  
transformed into Christian feasts; retain local cus-
toms as far as possible. The limited success Augustine 
achieved in England … would eventually bear fruit 
long after in the conversion of England. Augustine of 
Canterbury can truly be called the “Apostle of England.”

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Amendments to the Constitution and By-Laws 
Below are the proposed amendments to the St Pius Constitution and By-Laws.

Proposed amendments: 
Article II of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is hereby amended in 
connection with eligibility to attend and speak at Council meetings and vote for Parish Council 
candidates with the following replacement language: “All persons over the age of sixteen, 
who are Catholic or attend mass at St. Pius X Church, are eligible to attend and speak at 
Parish Council meetings and may vote for Parish Council candidates. However, one must be 
registered as a member of the Parish to be eligible for election to the Parish Council and 
to hold office.”

Article III, Section C, of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is hereby 
amended to remove sections 4, 5 and 6, and replace section 4 with the following language: 
“In the event that an elected or appointed member of the Council resigns or ceases to be a 
member of the Council, the President shall fill the vacancy for the balance of the unexpired 
term.”

Article III, Section D, of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is 
hereby amended to remove sections 3 and 4 as unnecessary in connection with liaisons to 
organizations.

Article IV, of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is hereby amended to 
be renamed “Transition and Implementation” and to remove sections 1 and 2, and replace 
them with the following language: “This amended set of by-laws may be adopted through 
both online and in-person balloting and takes effect immediately if it receives most of 
the votes cast through online and in-person balloting. These amended by-laws also ratify 

changes and procedures adopted in response to the Covid pandemic.

Article IV of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is hereby 
amended to add to the first sentence in section 1 the phrase “one or more Vice 
President(s)” in the place of the words “Vice President” 
Article VIII of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is hereby amended to 
remove sections 1 through 5 and replace them with the following sections:
“1. There shall be a Nominating Committee appointed by the President for recruiting 

candidates and conducting elections.
2. Parish announcements in the month before the elections shall make clear that 

parishioners may nominate themselves for election by notifying the Nominating 
Committee of their interest in seeking election to the Council.

3. The election of the members of the Council shall be through online and in-person 
balloting in Early June as designated by the Parish Council. All online elections held 
prior to the adoption of these amended by-laws are hereby ratified and deemed fully 
valid for all purposes.”

Article IX of The Constitution and By-Laws of the St. Pius X Parish Council is hereby amended to 
remove sections 1 and 2 and replace them with the following language:
1. Proposed amendments to the by-laws may be made by the Council or by a petition 

from ten or more parishioners. Any such proposed amendments shall first be 
distributed online at least two weeks prior to the vote on them.

2. Amendments to the by-laws may be adopted through both online and in-person 
balloting, through voting procedures set by the Parish Council, and will take effect 
immediately if the amendments receive a majority of the votes cast through online 
and in-person balloting. 

This year’s parish council elections and proposed by law amendments will be voted on in person 
and online.  All persons over the age of sixteen, who are Catholic or attend mass at St. Pius X 
Church, are eligible to vote.  Ballots will be available in the Narthex starting at the 5pm mass 
on Saturday, May15th.  Voting will open up on May 15th and will close on Sunday, 
May 30th at 11:59pm.
