The Most Sacred Heart of Jesus,
June 11

The Feast of the Sacred Heart of
Jesus is a reminder that our human
— our hearts — must be inclined to
God’s providential love for each and
every one of us. The opening prayer
for today’s liturgy expresses how the heart of Jesus is a
symbol of “the wonders of his love for us” and reminds
us “of the overflowing measure of grace” that comes to
us through Christ ...

The daily prayer prescribed in the book of
Deuteronomy 6:5-6: “Therefore, you shall love the
Lord, your God, with all your heart, and with all your
soul and with all your strength. Take to heart these
words which | enjoin on you today.” The prophets
speak of how God will remove the “stony heart of
sinners” and give them a new living heart.

When asked what was the greatest commandment (Mt
22:36-39), Jesus quoted Deuteronomy 6:5 and joined
it to the injunction of Leviticus 19:18: “Love your
neighbor as yourself.” This teaching of Jesus is the
heart of his teaching.

Christian history bears witness to how devotion to

the Sacred Heart of Jesus appears to have offered a
remedy to the harsh spirituality of the Jansenist period
... [which] emphasized human sin and depravity that
fear of hell and damnation lurked in the hearts of many
Catholics ... St. John Eudes (1602-1680) and St.
Margaret Mary Alacoque (1647-90) played key roles in
promoting devotion to the Sacred Heart.

The celebration of the Feast of the Sacred Heart is a
great reminder of the love of God for each of us. “God
so loved us that he gave his only Son, so that everyone
who believes in him might not perish but might have
eternal life” (Jn 3:16).

Dear Padre

Should extraordinary eucharistic ministers
receive Communion before or after the
congregation? In my home, guests are
normally served first.

Fundamentally, we're all guests in the house
of God at the gracious invitation of Jesus
Christ! When the presider and ministers of
holy Communicn gather in the sanctuary to
consume, they affirm their belief in the Real
Presence of Christ. Then, in service, they
proceed to distribute the Body and Blood
of Christ to the faithful, asking others to af-
firm that same belief. In this affirmation of
faith, and in rendering service to one an-
other, the worshiping community forms a
unified "body of Christ.”

Therefore, according to the Norms for
the Distribution and Reception of Holy
Communion: “The practice of extraordinary
ministers of holy Communion waiting to re-
ceive holy Communion until after the distri-
bution of holy Communion is not in accord
with liturgical law" (NDRHC 39). Essentially
then, these extraordinary ministers cannot
give what they haven't already received.

The amount of time for ordinary and ex-
traordinary ministers to receive holy Com-
munion need not be prolonged unneces-
sarily before others can partake. Despite
logistical challenges, especially for the can-
tor and choir, the General Instruction of The
Roman Missal advises, "While the priest is
receiving the sacrament, the Communion
chant is begun, its purpose being to ex-
press the spiritual union of the communi-
cants by means of the unity of their voices,
to show gladness of heart, and to bring out
more clearly the ‘communitarian’ character
of the procession to receive the Eucharist”
(GIRM 8&).

FACE COVERINGS REQUIRED

Each attendee will be required to wear a face mask that covers
his/her nose and mouth at all times.
SEATING/AUTOMOBILE PARKING

The Altar will be at the front entrance to the Narthex under the
glass canopy.

There will a limited number of outdoor benches available for
seating and other designated areas to set up your own chairs
and/or blankets. (You may bring insect repellent and/or an

umbrella for shade, but please do not to block anyone’s view of
the altar with your umbrella.)

Please note that we cannot sanitize the recreational equipment
in the playground. During Mass, the playground is off limits.

In order to comply with the social distancing mandates of New
York State and the ADNY, our volunteer ushers will direct

you to a seating area. There will be five (5) parking spots near
the flagpole facing the Altar for attendees who would like to
stay in their vehicles with engines off throughout the Mass.
The benches and (5) parking spots MUST BE RESERVED

in advance but please note that PRIORITY will be given to
seniors and parishioners who are handicapped.

Our ushers will check your reservations when you arrive and, if
you do not have a reservation, if there is room, they will direct
you to a spot on the field.

If you have a fever, are ill or have been exposed recently to
someone who is ill, please do not come to the Masses. Our first
priority is the safety of everyone.

Offertory boxes will be set up around the property for you to
make your donations to the parish.

Holy Communion will be distributed in various locations
around the property. Please wait for our volunteer ushers

to instruct you regarding the location for you to receive
Communion. As you get into the line for Communion, please
use the hand sanitizer provided and do not touch any surface
including your face prior to receiving communion. As you
approach the priest or Eucharistic Minister, do not remove your
facial covering. Please extend your hand (without gloves) to
receive the host and move six feet to the left or right before
removing your facial covering to consume the host. After
consuming the host, please replace your face covering and
sanitize your hands at one of the sanitizing stations before
returning to your assigned area.

If you wish to receive Communion in your car, please note that
our Eucharistic Ministers will not approach your vehicle unless
you are wearing a face mask that covers your nose and mouth.

ARRIVAL/PARKING/DEPARTURE

Please enter via Mamaroneck Road and follow the directions of
our volunteers as parking will be permitted in designated areas
only and may be limited. Please exit via Secor Road but please
do not exit the parking area until you are given a signal from a
volunteer to exit.

RESTROOM ACCESS

If you need to use the restroom, you will be able to access the
church building restrooms through the school building. You will
not be able to access the facilities from the Narthex.

INCLEMENT WEATHER

In the event of inclement weather, the Mass will be held inside
the main church building. If you are not comfortable attending
Mass in the church building, you can stay in your car and
listen to the Mass via the outside speakers. Distribution of
communion will be held underneath the glass canopy during
Communion of the Mass.

Alternatively, you may continue to view the Masses online at
http://saintpiusxchurch.com. You will receive many graces by
making a Spiritual Communion.

IN CASE OF AMEDICAL EMERGENCY DURING
