She was moved by the words of three Blackrobes
who lodged with her uncle, fear of him kept her from
seeking instruction, ... [but] at 19 finally got the courage
to take the step of converting. She was baptized with
the name Kateri (Catherine) on Easter Sunday.

Now she would be treated as a slave. Because she
would not work on Sunday, she received no food that
day. Her life in grace grew rapidly ... she was powerfully
moved by God’s love for human beings and saw the
dignity of each of her people.

She was always in danger, for her conversion and holy
life created great opposition. On the advice of a priest,

she stole away one night and began a 200-mile journey
to a Christian Indian village at Sault St. Louis.

For three years she grew in holiness under the direction
of a priest and an older Iroquois woman, giving herself
totally to God in long hours of prayer, in charity and in
strenuous penance ...

Her dedication to virginity was instinctive ... She
humbly accepted an “ordinary” life... [When she died]
witnesses said that her emaciated face ... became like
that of a healthy child. The lines of suffering, even the
pockmarks, disappeared and the touch of a smile came
upon her lips. Beatified in 1980 and canonized in 2012.

Atmy church, some people take the votive
candles out of the holders and place them
next to the statues and icons. Does this
make God or the saint pay more attention
to the petition? And isn’t doing that a
fire hazard?

Vigil lights, commonly known as votive can-
dles, are usually lit when a person seeks
some favor from the Lord or a saint’s inter-
cession. Lighting a candle is a way of ex-
tending one's prayer and showing sclidarity
with the person on whose behalf the prayer
is offered.

In the lighting of candles we remem-
ber and truly live the words of our Lord, “I
am the light of the world” [John 8:12). We
burn candles to symbclize the rising of our
prayers to heaven day and night. Prayers
for the saints’ intercession are alse com-
mon because of their friendship with God
in heaven. Saints are powerful intercessors.

God hears all prayers uttered in sincerity.
Burning a candle as we pray doesn't make
that prayer more important than prayers of-
fered without a candle: neither does mov-
ing the candle to the front of the line.

If your church has made sure that the
placing of the votive candles complies with

local fire regulations, you have no worries

about setting a fire with vigil lights.

Dear Family of the Archdiocese of New York,
May | raise two points with you today?

First, as we approach the Independence Day weekend,
allow me to wish all of you an enjoyable Summer. It

is my hope that, after the trials and difficulties of these
past 16 months, you will have an opportunity for some
much-needed rest and relaxation. | am very much
looking forward to spending some time with family and
friends that | have not seen for more than a year!

Second, let me remind you that there is still a sacred
obligation to attend Sunday Mass, even if you are

on vacation. Unfortunately, there has been some
confusion recently over whether or not a “dispensation”
from Sunday Mass has been in effect. Here in the
Archdiocese of New York, there has never been a
dispensation from Sunday Mass, because no man can
“dispense” or set aside a Divine (as opposed to man-
made) law. The Third Commandment says, “Remember
to keep holy the Sabbath day,” and | can ho more say
that this no longer applies than | can say that we can
forget about “Thou shalt not steal” or “Honor thy father
and thy mother.” To deliberately miss Mass is a sin.

Of course, the Church has always held that there may be
some justifiable reasons why a person can miss Mass,
including old age, illness, and infirmity; this is still the
case. During this pandemic, public Mass was not being
celebrated for several months, and when Mass resumed,
there was still a possibility of catching or spreading

the coronavirus, and individuals could, after carefully
consulting their conscience, decide not to return to Mass
right away. However, now that vaccination rates are up,
Covid-19 restrictions have been lifted, and people are
returning to a more normal way of living, this excuse
cannot be said to exist any longer. If you’re going to the
mall, having dinner out in restaurants, heading to the
ballgame, visiting the hairdresser, and the like, then you
should also be at Mass!

Please be assured of a remembrance in my Mass and
prayers during these Summer months. Might | ask for a
remembrance in yours?

July 11, 2021 — Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time (B)
Am 7:12—15; fph 1:3—14 or 1:3-10; Mk 6:7—-13

Today’s readings are about unpretentious people
who accomplished remarkable deeds. Amos, a
shepherd from the southern kingdom of Judah who
also cultivated sycamore figs, challenged the people
at a northern shrine in Israel. He did not come from an
illustrious family, nor was he particularly important. Yet
he is the one called by God to summon the northern
Israelites to repentance.

The disciples of Jesus pursued family businesses
like fishing or were employed by the Romans like
Matthew. They didn’t come from socially prominent
families, nor were they known as community leaders.
But look at what they did: they cast out demons and
cured the sick. Where did these people get their
training? More importantly, where did they obtain
their power? We find the answer to such questions
in the second reading: “In him we were also chosen”
(Ephesians 1:11).

The Ephesians letter assures us that God “has
blessed us in Christ with every spiritual blessing in
the heavens” (1:3). We don’t have to worry about
performing miracles; all we have to do is open
ourselves to the graciousness of God. God will do
the rest. Through us, God will cast out the demons
of prejudice and bias that plague our world, of
selfishness and spitefulness so prominent in our
political rivalries, of greed and dishonesty in many of
our social interactions. Through us, God will heal our
country, our world, and our Church of hatred, violence,
and oppression. With Amos and the Twelve we too
hear: “You can do it.”

What Is a Catechist?

The word catechist comes from the Greek word
meaning "to echo." Catechists echo the Word of God

to our parish children. They come from all walks of

life and all ages; women, men, confirmed teenagers,
parents, grandparents, singles, and religious. Catechists
are not expert teachers or brilliant theologians. They are
ordinary people, just like you, who generously volunteer
their time to share our Catholic faith, values and
traditions with our youngest generation of Christians.
