Feast of the Guardian
Angels, October 2

Perhaps no aspect of
Catholic piety is as
comforting to parents as
the belief that an angel
protects their little ones
from dangers real and
imagined. Yet guardian
angels are not only for
children. Their role is to .
represent individuals before

God, to watch over them always, to aid their prayer, and
to present their souls to God at death.

The concept of an angel assigned to guide and nurture
each human being is a development of Catholic doctrine
and piety based on Scripture but not directly drawn from
it. Jesus’ words in Matthew 18:10 best support the belief:
“See that you do not despise one of these little ones, for

I say to you that their angels in heaven always look upon
the face of my heavenly Father.”

Devotion to the angels began to develop with the birth

of the monastic tradition. Saint Benedict gave it impetus
and Saint Bernard of Clairvaux, the great 12th-century
reformer, was such an eloguent spokesman for the
guardian angels that angelic devotion assumed its current
form in his day.

A feast in honor of the guardian angels was first observed
in the 16th century. In 1615, Pope Paul V added it to the
Roman calendar.

Reflection

Devotion to the angels is, at base, an expression of faith
in God’s enduring love and providential care extended to
each person day in and day out.

Isn't evangelization a role best left to
religious professionals? | worry about
being ridiculed if I try to spread the
Good News. Any suggestions?

Many Catholics incorrectly assume that
evangelization is not their job but a task
for priests, deacons, or others serving
in an official capacity. But it is helpful to
remember that evangelization is more a
matter of commitment rather than a spe-
cialized competence. The Gospel pro-
claims that a disciple must go out into the
world and spread the Good News. Evan-
gelization is the mission and purpose of
the whole Church. It is doing God's will
and work on earth.

Your anxiety about being ridiculed may
arise from a notion that others will reject
information about Jesus Christ. This fear
may be underestimating the powerful at-
traction of the Good News. This worry
may be based on your own lack of con-
fidence rather than the response of oth-
ers. There are several ways for dealing
with this concern: First, acknowledge this
fear and seek counsel and advice from
someone who has overcome it. Second,
remember that to help us offset these
negative emotions we are all given the
fruits of the Holy Spirit: joy, love, peace,
patience, kindness, generosity, faithful-
ness, gentleness, and self-control. Third,
remember the future—God works in mys-
terious ways, and grace, though powerful,
may take a long time to come to fruition.

Traffic Pattern

Please enter the parking lot from Mamaroneck Road and leave
by way of Secor Road in front of the Rectory. Parents of Grades
1, 2 and 4 should park their car and walk to the main entrance
of the church. Drive slowly as children often run out into the
parking lot. Please be mindful and courteous to other drivers.

Arrival Protocols and Departure Protocols

Parents of children in Grades 1, 2 and 4 should walk his/

her child to his/her classroom using the Main Entrance of the
church. Children from grades 5, 6 and 7 should remain in the
Church Narthex until the Catechist arrives to escort them to their
classroom. Students should not be in the classroom unless the
Catechist is in the classroom.

 All will be screened for fever and exposure to COVID-19.

« Anyone who exhibits symptoms or may have been exposed to
COVID-19 may not enter the facilities.

* Parent/guardian cannot leave until their student clears screening.

» Masks are to be worn at all times.

» Everyone upon entering/exiting the classrooms must hand

sanitize. Sanitizer will be in each entrance.

Parish will provide additional masks.

Sanitizing materials are provided for cleaning personal space.

Young people will be escorted to rooms.

No unapproved visitors are allowed.

Hall and bathroom monitors will enforce social distancing.

Young people and/or adults cannot congregate in groups prior

to, during, or after programs.

Departure

Parents/guardians may come into the school building 5 minutes
before dismissal time and wait in the School Lobby except for
parents/guardians of children in Grades 1, 2 and 4 may go to the
classroom at 5:00 pm and wait outside the door for dismissal.

Special considerations, please, from your Director:

* Drive carefully and slowly.

* No child should be on the playground before or after class
without adult supervision.

» No food may be brought into classroom by young people or
catechists. But children may bring their own snack and finish it
by 3:30pm in the car or at the school lobby.

For special occasions, Parish Hall will be used for eating food.

 Consistent attendance is expected. If a learner has a total of
three (3) absences a conference with the parents will be required.
A call to report an absence is expected by a parent.

 Safety. Main school and church entrances will be the only
means to enter and leave the building for pick up. The doors
open from 3:15 to 3:45pm but will remain locked until 4:50pm.
