Saint Callistus I, October 14

The most reliable information about
this saint comes from his enemy Saint
Hippolytus, an early antipope, later a
martyr for the Church...

Put in charge of the bank by his master, he lost the money
deposited, fled, and was caught. After serving time for a
while, he was released to make some attempt to recover
the money. Apparently he carried his zeal too far, being
arrested for brawling in a Jewish synagogue. This time he
was condemned to work in the mines of Sardinia. He was
released through the influence of the emperor’s mistress
and lived at Anzio.

After winning his freedom, Callistus was made
superintendent of the public Christian burial ground in
Rome (called the cemetery of Saint Callistus)... The pope
ordained him a deacon and made him a friend and adviser.

He was elected pope by a majority vote of the clergy and
laity of Rome, and thereafter was bitterly attacked by the
losing candidate, Saint Hippolytus, who let

himself be set up as the first antipope ...

Hippolytus is venerated as a saint. He was banished
during the persecution of 235 and was reconciled to the
Church. He died from his sufferings in Sardinia. He
attacked Callistus on two fronts—doctrine and discipline.
... He also accused Callistus of being too lenient, for
reasons we may find surprising: 1) Callistus admitted

to Holy Communion those who had already done public
penance for murder, adultery, and fornication; 2) he held
marriages between free women and slaves to be valid...;
3) he authorized the ordination of men who had been
married. ..; 4) he held that mortal sin was not a sufficient
reason to depose a bishop; 5) ...leniency toward those
who had temporarily denied their faith during persecution.

Callistus was martyred during a local disturbance in
Trastevere, Rome, and is the first pope (except for
Peter) to be commemorated as a martyr ...

Dear Padre

October 10, 2021

I've been married to a Catholic for fifty
years and would like to become Catholic.
My parish’s Rite of Christian Initiation
of Adults runs from September through
Easter. That's a long time for someone
in her eighties. Is there any way to ac-
celerate the process?

RCIA was designed to meet the needs of
two main groups: those who have been
baptized as Catholics or in a Protestant
tradition but have received no additional
instruction in the Catholic faith, and those
who have not been baptized. Someone
in the first group has a different starting
point from someone who has little knowl-
edge of Christ or who has never partici-
pated in a church community.

RCIA programs use an instruction pro-
cess called catechumenate, in which peo-
ple seeking to become Catholic (cate-
chumens) experience a worshiping com-
munity, pray, and reflect on God's word.
The catechumenate is divided into steps
that are marked by liturgical rites; some
parts of the rites are optional, depending
on each catechumen’s pastoral situation.
Catechumens can be received into the
Church at any time of year.

Talk to your pastor about your close-
ness to Catholicism since your marriage
and how it has formed your faith. Togeth-
er, you can determine the amount and

type of preparation that's right for you.
