Dear Parishioners:
 
Each of us has dreams and wishes but none of us ever really realizes those dreams or wishes without 
hope.  Mary and her two companions hoped to complete Jesus’ burial, but they had no idea how they 
would open His tomb.  Hope, along with their love and compassion for their Teacher and Friend, 
compelled them to proceed. 

We dream of solutions to the problems challenging society, but living in hope induces us to volunteer, 
study the issues, and actually be a part of the solution.  We wish for a more unified, less divisive 
world, but living in hope causes us to act with kindness and understanding and to be an instrument 
of reconciliation and peace within our own families, communities and churches.  We dream of 
peace and wish for an end to violence and all wars, especially the war in the Ukraine, but living in 
hope compels us to help those affected by violence and wars.  We wish for an end to the COVID-19 
pandemic, but living in hope means we understand the need to wear a face mask, keep our distance, 
and get vaccinated.  
 
Easter is the feast of hope! Christ’s empty tomb is the sign of perfect hope that in Christ all things are 
possible– our lives can be what we want them to be and we can become the people God created us to 
be for one another.  May the Easter light remind us that the Risen One lives forever in our midst and 
we can turn to Him for enlightenment and guidance.
 
The Risen One, Himself, shares our crosses, opens up the tombs that entrap us and walks among us.  
He is with us “always, to the end of the age” (Matthew 28:20).  In every expression of compassion, 
in every act of generosity and in every experience of reconciliation and peace, God’s love is present.  
Whatever difficulties you are experiencing this Easter, I pray that you will open your heart to God’s 
love and grace to find hope, joy and peace.
