St. Irenaeus (1307-220), June 28

The Church is fortunate that Irenaeus
was involved in many of its
controversies in the second century.
He was a student, well trained, no
doubt, with great patience in
investigating, tremendously pro-
tective of apostolic teaching, but
prompted more by a desire to win
over his opponents than to prove them in error.

As bishop of Lyons he was especially concerned with
the Gnostics, who took their name from the Greek
word for “knowledge.” Claiming access to secret
knowledge imparted by Jesus to only a few disciples,
their teaching was attracting and confusing many
Christians. After thoroughly investigating the various
Gnostic sects and their “secret,” Irenaeus showed to
what logical conclusions their tenets led. These he
contrasted with the teaching of the apostles and the text
of Holy Scripture, giving us, in five books, a system
of theology of great importance to subsequent times.
Moreover, his work, widely used and translated into
Latin and Armenian, gradually ended the influence of
the Gnostics.

The circumstances and details about his death, like
those of his birth and early life in Asia Minor, are not
at all clear.

Comment:

A deep and genuine concern for other people will
remind us that the discovery of truth is not to be a victory
for some and a defeat for others. Unless all can claim

a share in that victory, truth itself will continue to be
rejected by the losers, because it will be regarded as
inseparable from the yoke of defeat. And so, confrontation,
controversy and the like might yield to a genuine united
search for God’s truth and how it can best be served.

Dear Padre

June 26, 2022

After Mass, someone told me she over-
heard some people speaking wrongly
aboutme. She defended me butwouldn’t
say what was said, or by whom. This
troubles me. How should I deal with it?

First, consider why indulging in gossip is so
prevalent. People leading uneventful lives
often have an unhealthy interest in others’
affairs, and they desire to gossip about
it. Those who consider themselves to be
poor conversationalists may gossip to feel
important by imparting information that
is seemingly in demand. Others resort to
character assassinations out of jealousy or
envy.

Because gossip easily spreads into a dis-
tortion of the truth, it can be, as Pope Fran-
cis said, “a plague more awful than COVID!"
Some people permissibly spread gossip
only when the truth of the rumor has been
verified: for others, the truth of the matter is
irrelevant. Regardless, when people gossip
about us behind our backs—depriving us of
our own input and version of the truth—we
can feel victimized and defenseless.

Yet we aren’t completely powerless. Just
because something is perceived as the truth
about us doesn’t mean we have to accept
it as such. (Nevertheless, in cases when we
know what is said, we should honestly ask
ourselves if there's any truth to it.) While we
have no control over what people say about
us, we can ultimately decide how much at-
tention a rumor deserves—and generally,
the less time and energy we devote to ru-
mors, the better we are!
