St. Jeanne Jugan (1792-1879), August 30

Born in northern France during the
French Revolution — a time when
congregations of women and men
religious were being suppressed by
the national government, Jeanne
would eventually be highly praised
in the French academy for her community’s
compassionate care of elderly poor people.
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When Jeanne was three and a half years old, her father,
a fisherman, was lost at sea. Her widowed mother

was hard pressed to raise her eight children (four died
young) alone. At the age of 15 or 16, Jeanne became

a kitchen maid for a family that not only cared for its
own members, but also served poor, elderly people
nearby. Ten years later, Jeanne became a nurse at the
hospital in Le Rosais. Soon thereafter she joined a third
order group founded by St. John Eudes (August 19).

After six years she became a servant and friend of a
woman she met through the third order. They prayed,
visited the poor and taught catechism to children. After
her friend’s death, Jeanne and two other women
continued a similar life in the city of Saint-Sevran ...
Mother Marie of the Cross, as Jeanne was now known,
founded six more houses for the elderly by the end of
1849, all staffed by members of her association — the
Little Sisters of the Poor. By 1853 the association
numbered 500 and had houses as far away as England.

Abbé Le Pailleur, a chaplain ... would not allow her to
be recognized as [the association’s] founder. He was
removed from office by the Holy See in 1890.

By the time Pope Leo XIII gave her final approval

to the community’s constitutions in 1879, there were

2,400 Little Sisters of the Poor. Jeanne died later that
same year, on August 30 ... she was beatified in 1982
and canonized in 2009.

Isn’t natural family planning (NFP) a
form of birth control? The couple still
controls the potential of human life
that God may have wanted to create at
a particular moment.

Couples who use NFP aren’t practicing
contraception. By giving themselves com-
pletely to one another in body and soul,
they're preserving the integrity of the mar-
riage sacrament. In God's design, women
are naturally infertile for many days of the
menstrual cycle. The marital act during
these times promotes bonding and yet is
open to new life. There is no sin in abstain-
ing from the marital act. When a husband
and wife use NFP appropriately, they share
responsibility for living with their combined
fertility. Neither spouse takes the other for
granted. NFP is a healthy and holistic way to
plan for children.

Many couples find that living an NFP life-
style gives them a better understanding of
their fertility, frees them from fear of medi-
cal side effects, increases their communica-
tion, encourages a greater sense of sharing
and a generosity toward life, fosters sexual
self-control, and gives them the peace of
following their spiritual, religious, cultural,
or ethical beliefs. Periodic abstinence en-
courages couples to focus on aspects of
their relationship beyond the physical, re-
sulting in a "honeymoon effect.”

NFP’s most important benefit is that it en-
ables spouses to live the mutual gift of self
that is an essential element of marriage.
The Church values marital sexual love. NFP
helps couples to be authentic in the expres-
sion of that love.

Traffic Pattern

Please enter the parking lot from Mamaroneck Road

and leave by way of Secor Road in front of the Rectory.
Parents of Grades 1 to 4 should park their car and walk to
the main entrance of the church. Drive slowly as children
often run out into the parking lot. Please be mindful and
courteous to other drivers.

Arrival Protocols and Departure Protocols

Parents of children in Grades 1 to 4 should walk his/her
child to his/her classroom using the Main Entrance of the
church. Children from grades 5 to 8 should remain in the
school lobby until the Catechists/Assistants arrive to escort
them to their classroom. Students should not be in the
classroom unless the Catechist is in the classroom.

o All will be screened for fever and exposure to
COVID-19 prior to entrance.

* Anyone who exhibits symptoms or may have been
exposed to COVID-19 may not enter the facilities.

» Parent/guardian cannot leave until his/her young person
clears screening.

* Mask is optional.

» Everyone upon entering the classrooms must hand
sanitize when entering and exiting the classroom.
Sanitizer will be in each entrance.

Special considerations, please, from your Director:

* Drive carefully and slowly.

» No child should be on the playground before or after
class without adult supervision.
