Saint Clare of Assisi (July 16, 1194 —
August 11, 1253), August 11

One of the more sugary movies made
about Francis of Assisi pictures Clare as
a golden-haired beauty floating through
sun-drenched fields, a sort of one-woman counterpart to
the new Franciscan Order ... Having refused to marry
at 15, Clare was moved by the dynamic preaching of

Francis. He became her lifelong friend and spiritual guide.

At 18, Clare escaped from her father’s home one night,
was met on the road by friars carrying torches, and in the
poor little chapel called the Portiuncula received a rough
woolen habit, exchanged her jeweled belt for a common
rope with knots in it, and sacrificed her long tresses to
Francis’ scissors. He placed her in a Benedictine convent,
which her father and uncles immediately stormed in rage.
Clare clung to the altar of the church, threw aside her veil
to show her cropped hair, and remained adamant.

Sixteen days later her sister Agnes joined her. Others
came. They lived a simple life of great poverty, austerity,
and complete seclusion from the world ... At age 21,
Francis obliged Clare [to accept the office of abbess].

The Poor Ladies went barefoot, slept on the ground, ate
no meat, and observed almost complete silence. Later
Clare, like Francis, persuaded her sisters to moderate this
rigor: “Our bodies are not made of brass.” The greatest
emphasis, of course, was on gospel poverty...

.. She served the sick and washed the feet of the begging
nuns. She came from prayer, it was said, with her face so
shining it dazzled those about her. She suffered serious
illness for the last 27 years of her life ... Popes, cardinals,
and bishops often came to consult her...

A well-known story [tells how] Clare had the Blessed
Sacrament placed on the walls of the convent when it
faced attack by invading Saracens. “... | beseech you,
dear Lord, protect these whom | am now unable to
protect.” To her sisters she said, “Don’t be afraid. Trust in

Jesus.” The Saracens fled.

When | was young, we never had
eucharistic devotions. Why are they
so popular now?

Prior to the Second Vatican Council,
many Catholics found solid food for
their spiritual lives in eucharistic devo-
tions, which include visiting the Bless-
ed Sacrament (eucharistic adoration),
attending Forty Hours devotion, and
assisting at benediction of the Blessed
Sacrament.

However, as the modern liturgical
movement began picking up steam,
scholars and theologians began ques-
tioning the amount of energy and atten-
tion going toward eucharistic devotion.
They urged us to focus our spirituality
more clearly on the Mass—the action of
the sacred liturgy and the Eucharist it-
self—and to understand that all eucha-
ristic devotions outside of the sacred
liturgy are meant to direct us back to
the action of the Mass, the eucharistic
sacrifice, and its high point of Commu-
nion.

The drop-off in eucharistic devotions
after Vatican Il can be positively under-
stood as an attempt to take the insights
of liturgical reform seriously and devel-
op a more liturgical piety. At the same
time, the resurgence of eucharistic ado-
ration is a worthy retrieval of a beloved
practice that both scholars and the
faithful understand as complementing a
full, conscious, and active participation
in the sacred liturgy that is the “source
and summit” of our lives.
