St. John Eudes (1601-1680), August 19

How little we know where God’s grace
will lead. Born on a farm in northern
France, John died at 79 in the next
“county” or department. In that time
he was a religious, a parish missionary,
founder of two religious communities
and a great promoter of the devotion to the Sacred
Heart and the Immaculate Heart of Mary.

He joined the religious community of the Oratorians
and was ordained a priest at 24. During severe plagues
in 1627 and 1631, he volunteered to care for the
stricken in his own diocese. Lest he infect his fellow
religious, he lived in a huge cask in the middle of a
field during the plague.

At age 32, John became a parish missionary ...

In his concern with the spiritual improvement of the
clergy, he realized that the greatest need was for
seminaries ... but the succeeding general superior
disapproved. After prayer and counsel, John decided it
was best to leave the religious community. The same
year he founded a new one, ultimately called the
Eudists (Congregation of Jesus and Mary), devoted to
the formation of the clergy by conducting diocesan
seminaries ... John founded several seminaries in
Normandy, but was unable to get approval from Rome
(partly, it was said, because he did not use the most
tactful approach).

In his parish mission work, John was disturbed by the sad
condition of prostitutes ... A certain Madeleine Lamy,
who had cared for several of the women, one day said to
him, “Where are you off to now? To some church, I sup-
pose, where you’ll gaze at the images and think yourself
pious. And all the time what is really wanted of you is

a decent house for these poor creatures.” The words ...
struck deeply within him. The result was a new religious
community, called the Sisters of Charity of the Refuge...

Dear Padre

August 14, 2022

A friend told me not to worry about
salvation because we're predestined
to be saved or condemned. Why
try to be a good person if God has
already decided where I'll end up?

The idea that some people are pre-
destined to be saved and others are
damned is contrary to Catholic teach-
ing.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church
says that “when therefore [God] estab-
lishes his eternal plan of ‘predestina-
tion," he includes in it each person’s free
response to his grace” (600; emphasis
added).

The Catechism (1038) also cites the
parable of the separation of the sheep
from the goats, in which the sheep and
goats are separated not randomly, but
based on their actions: “When the Son
of Man comes in his glory...all the na-
tions will be assembled before him. And
he will separate them one from anoth-
er, as a shepherd separates the sheep
from the goats. He will place the sheep
on his right and the goats on his left.
Then the king will say to those on his
right, ‘Come, you who are blessed by
my Father'....And [those on the left] will
go off to eternal punishment” (Matthew
25:31-46).

God wants to save all people. The
way we respond to God's gift of salva-
tion is called free will. Unfortunately, not
everyone accepts that gift.
