Our Lady of Sorrows, September 15

For a while there were two feasts in 
honor of the Sorrowful Mother: one 
going back to the 15th century, the 
other to the 17th century. For a while 
both were celebrated by the universal 
Church: one on the Friday before Palm 
Sunday, the other in September.

The principal biblical references to Mary’s sorrows are 
in Luke 2:35 and John 19:26-27. The Lucan passage is 
Simeon’s prediction about a sword piercing Mary’s soul; 
the Johannine passage relates Jesus’ words from the cross 
to Mary and to the beloved disciple.

Many early Church writers interpret the sword as Mary’s 
sorrows, especially as she saw Jesus die on the cross. 
Thus, the two passages are brought together as prediction 

Saint Ambrose in particular sees Mary as a sorrowful 

wounds with pity, but saw in them the salvation of the 
world. As Jesus hung on the cross, Mary did not fear to 
be killed, but offered herself to her persecutors.

John’s account of Jesus’ death is highly symbolic. When 
Jesus gives the beloved disciple to Mary, we are invited 
to appreciate Mary’s role in the Church: She symbolizes 
the Church; the beloved disciple represents all believers. 
As Mary mothered Jesus, she is now mother to all his 
followers. Furthermore, as Jesus died, he handed over 
his Spirit. Mary and the Spirit cooperate in begetting 
new children of God—almost an echo of Luke’s account 
of Jesus’ conception. Christians can trust that they will 
continue to experience the caring presence of Mary and 
Jesus’ Spirit throughout their lives and throughout history.

What Parents and Young people Need to Follow for the 
Church of St. Pius X Religious Education Program

Please enter the parking lot from Mamaroneck Road 
and leave by way of Secor Road in front of the Rectory. 
Parents of Grades 1 to 4 should park their car and walk to 
the main entrance of the church. Drive slowly as children 
often run out into the parking lot. Please be mindful and 
courteous to other drivers.

Arrival Protocols and Departure Protocols
Parents of children in Grades 1 to 4 should walk his/her 
child to his/her classroom using the Main Entrance of the 
church. Children from grades 5 to 8 should remain in the 
school lobby until the Catechists/Assistants arrive to escort 
them to their classroom. Students should not be in the 
classroom unless the Catechist is in the classroom.

• All will be screened for fever and exposure to 
COVID-19 prior to entrance.

• Anyone who exhibits symptoms or may have been 
exposed to COVID-19 may not enter the facilities.

• Parent/guardian cannot leave until his/her young person 
clears screening.

• Mask is optional.
• Everyone upon entering the classrooms must hand 

sanitize when entering and exiting the classroom. 
Sanitizer will be in each entrance.

• Parish will provide additional masks.
• The sanitizing materials will be provided for everyone 

to sanitize his/her personal space before sitting.
• Young people will be escorted to rooms.
• No unapproved visitors are allowed.
• Hall and bathroom monitors are available to enforce 

social distancing.
• Young people and/or adults cannot congregate in 

groups prior to, during, or after programs.

Departure
Parents/guardians may come into the school building 
5 minutes before dismissal time and wait in the School 
Lobby except for parents/guardians of children in Grades 
1 to 4 may go to the classroom at 5:00 pm and wait outside 
the door for dismissal.
