Lenten Fast and Abstinence

During the Season of Lent, the
Church urges all the Faithful to
reflect a spirit of penance in their
daily life through fast and abstinence.

FASTING requires that only one full meal be taken
per day. Two other smaller meals may be taken during
the day to maintain physical strength, but these two
meals together should not equal a full meal in quantity.
Fasting obliges all those who have reached the age of
18 through 59. Those not specifically obliged to fast
are encouraged to join in the discipline to the extent
they are able.

ABSTINENCE prohibits individuals from eating meat
on a particular day. Abstinence obliges all those who
have reached the age of 14 and throughout life. ASH
WEDNESDAY and GOOD FRIDAY are days of fast
and abstinence. Fridays in Lent are days of abstinence.

THE THREE TRADITIONAL PILLARS OF

LENTEN OBSERVANCE

e PRAYER: More time given to prayer during Lent
should draw us closer to the Lord. We might pray
especially for the grace to live out our baptismal
promises more fully.

e FASTING: Fasting can help us realize the suffering
that so many people in our world experience every
day, and it should lead us to greater efforts to alleviate
that suffering. Abstaining from meat traditionally also
linked us to the poor, who could seldom afford meat
for their meals. That should be the goal we set for
ourselves — a sparse and simple meal. Avoiding meat
while eating lobster misses the whole point!

e ALMSGIVING: The third traditional pillar is a sign
of our care for those in need and an expression of
our gratitude for all that God has given to us. Works
of charity and the promotion of justice are integral
elements of the Christian way of life.
