St. Scholastica (480-542?) — Feb. 10

Twins often share the same interests
and ideas with an equal intensity.
Therefore, it is no surprise that
Scholastica and her twin brother,
Benedict (July 11), established
religious communities

within a few miles from each other.

Born in 480 of wealthy parents, Scholastica and
Benedict were brought up together until he left central
Italy for Rome to continue his studies.

[Scholastica] founded a religious community for
women near Monte Cassino at Plombariola, five miles from
where her brother governed a monastery ...

According to the Dialogues of St. Gregory the Great, the
brother and sister spent their last day together in prayer
and conversation. Scholastica sensed her death was close
at hand and she begged Benedict to stay with her until the
next day.

He refused her request because he did not want to spend a
night outside the monastery, thus breaking his own Rule.
Scholastica asked God to let her brother remain and a
severe thunderstorm broke out, preventing Benedict and
his monks from returning to the abbey.

Benedict cried out, “God forgive you, Sister. What have you
done?” Scholastica replied, “I asked a favor of you and you
refused. I asked it of God and he granted it.”

Brother and sister parted the next morning after their long
discussion. Three days later, Benedict was

praying in his monastery and saw the soul of his sister
rising heavenward in the form of a white dove. Benedict
then announced the death of his sister to the monks and
later buried her in the tomb he had

prepared for himself.

February 4, 2024

In the Our Father, we pray,
“thy kingdom come.” Will God'’s
kingdom come only at the end of
the world?

God's kingdom will come in its fullness
only at Jesus' Second Coming, but the
kingdom came into the world with Je-
sus’ first coming as a man. That means
we are in God's kingdom right now, but
not in its fullness.

In the Scriptures, we read that John
sends his disciples to ask Jesus if he is
the messiah or if they need to wait for
another. Jesus responds, “The blind re-
gain their sight, the lame walk, lepers
are cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead
are raised, the poor have the good
news proclaimed to them” (Luke 7:22).
These are all signs of the kingdom of
God.

In the meantime, we don't have to
just wait for God's kingdom to come in
its fullness. We can make God's king-
dom more of a reality on earth by visit-
ing the sick, caring for the poor, and be-
ing kind to others. Loving your spouse
is a sign of the kingdom of God. God's
kingdom is among us, not completely
but partially, and we can make it more
of a reality in the good that we do for
each other.

Jesus' Second Coming will be at the
end of time, an event Jesus himself did
not know the time of: “But of that day
or hour, no one knows, neither the an-
gels in heaven, nor the Son, but only
the Father” (Mark 13:32). @

Lenten Fast and Abstinence

During the Season of Lent, the Church urges all the
Faithful to reflect a spirit of penance in their daily
life through fast and abstinence.

FASTING requires that only one full meal be taken
per day. Two other smaller meals may be taken
during the day to maintain physical

strength, but these two meals together should not
equal a full meal in quantity. Fasting obliges all
those who have reached the age of 18 through 59.
Those not specifically obliged to fast are encouraged
to join in the discipline to the extent they are able.

ABSTINENCE prohibits
individuals from eating meat
on a particular day. Abstinence
obliges all those who have
reached the age of 14 and
throughout life. ASH
WEDNESDAY and GOOD
FRIDAY are days of fast and abstinence. Fridays in
Lent are days of abstinence.
