St. Joseph, Husband of Mary,

March 19

The Bible pays Joseph the highest com-
pliment: he was a “just” man.

The quality meant a lot more than faith-
fulness in paying debts.

When the Bible speaks of God “justi-
fying” someone, it means that God, the
all-holy or “righteous” One,

so transforms a person that the individual shares some-
how in God’s own holiness, and hence it is really “right”
for God to love him or her ...

By saying Joseph was “just,” the Bible means that he was
one who was completely open to all that God wanted to
do for him. He became holy by opening himself totally to
God.

The rest we can easily surmise. Think of the kind of love
with which he wooed and won Mary, and the depth of the
love they shared during their marriage.

It is no contradiction of Joseph’s manly holiness that

he decided to divorce Mary when she was found to be
with child. The important words of the Bible are that he
planned to do this “quietly” because he was “a righteous
man, yet unwilling to expose her to shame” (Matthew
1:19).

The just man was simply, joyfully, wholeheartedly
obedient to God—in marrying Mary, in naming Jesus, in
shepherding the precious pair to Egypt, in bringing them
to Nazareth, in the undetermined number of years of quiet
faith and courage.

Comment:

... God wants us to realize that the holiest family was
like every other family, that the circumstances of life for
the holiest family were like those of every family, so that
when Jesus’ mysterious nature began to

appear, people couldn’t believe that he came from such
humble beginnings ...

What is the difference between
temptation and sin?

The temptations of Jesus, as they are
recorded in the Gospels (Mark 1:12,
Luke 4:1, and Matthew 4:1), give us
the proper direction with regard to
sin and temptation. Jesus was tempt-
ed three times, but he did not sin.
More than that, Jesus put his trust in
God during the temptations. Jesus’
message is clear: if you feel tempted,
call out to God!

The Church teaches that sin is a
deliberative process. Temptation is
something that happens to you with-
out your consent: a thought or de-
sire pops into your mind. For temp-
tation to become a sin, you have
to entertain that thought or desire,
or plan to act on it, or do it. That's
when temptation “turns a corner”
and becomes sin.

Although the sacrament of pen-
ance is available throughout the
year, the Church places a special em-
phasis on it during Lent. There may
be a communal penance service in
your area. Perhaps you can commit
now to participating in the service.
If it's been a while since you've been
to confession or you're not sure what
to do or say, just tell the priest. He
will show you. @
