Our Lady of Mount Carmel, July 16

Hermits lived on Mount Carmel near the
Fountain of Elijah in northern Israel in the
They had a chapel dedicated to Our Lady.
By the 13th century they became known
as “Brothers of Our Lady of Mount
Carmel.” They soon celebrated a special

Mass and Office in honor of Mary.
In 1726, it became a celebration of the universal

Church under the title of Our Lady of Mount Carmel.
For centuries the Carmelites have seen themselves

as specially related to Mary. Their great saints and
theologians have promoted devotion to her and often
championed the mystery of her Immaculate Conception.

Saint Teresa of Avila called Carmel “the Order of the
Virgin.” Saint John of the Cross credited Mary with
saving him from drowning as a child, leading him to
Carmel, and helping him escape from prison. Saint
Thérése of the Child Jesus believed that Mary cured
her from illness. On her First Communion day, Thérése
dedicated her life to Mary. During the last days of her
life she frequently spoke of Mary.

There is a tradition — which may not be historical —
that Mary appeared to Saint Simon Stock, a leader of
the Carmelites, and gave him a scapular, telling him

to promote devotion to it. The scapular is a modified
version of Mary’s own garment. It symbolizes her
special protection and calls the wearers to consecrate
themselves to her in a special way. The scapular
reminds us of the gospel call to prayer and penance — a
call that Mary models in a splendid way.

Reflection

The Carmelites were known from early on as “Brothers
of Our Lady of Mount Carmel.” The title suggests

that they saw Mary not only as “mother,” but also as
“sister.” ... She also can help us grow in appreciation
of being sisters and brothers to one another ... that all
human beings belong to the family of God. When such
a conviction grows, there is hope that the human race

can find its way to peace.

Does praying to the saints
really do any good?

Prayer can connect us, however mys-
teriously, to those who have gone be-
fore us in faith. If prayer can change
people, opening them to God’s grace
and healing, then surely the saints and
our deceased loved ones can facilitate
similar healing from their communion
at God's right hand. Such prayer also
calls us, however subtly, to the cen-
tral mystery that we also shall one day
die and be a part of that communion.
Thus, even as we seek the interces-
sion of the saints for our earthly cares,
such prayer reminds us that the fire of
our own lives is being consumed daily,
and that each of us will inevitably re-
ceive a call to death when it becomes
God's will.

When Sr. Thea Bowman (1937-
1990)—brilliant, creative, beautiful,
and passionately alive—was diag-
nosed with cancer, she wondered how
to pray. "l didn't know if | should pray
for healing or death. Then, | found
peace in praying for what my folks call
‘God's perfect will." As it evolved, my
prayer became ‘Lord, let me live until |
die.’ By that | mean | want to live, love,
and serve fully until death comes. If
that prayer is answered, | am able to
truly live until | die. How long really
doesn't matter.” @

The Parish Religious Education Program
endeavors to bring the Gospel message to all the
Catholic families in the Parish. Throughout the years,
our Religious Education thrives because of the
generosity and dedication of volunteers who
contribute in various ways in nurturing the hearts and
minds of our young ones.

This year, the R.E. needs volunteers who are willing
to serve as either teacher's assistants or hall
monitor to be able to effectively facilitate the learning
of our students. High school students are welcome to

apply!

Teacher's Assistants work closely with the teacher
during religious education classes. They assist in
preparing materials, setting up the classroom,
implementing class projects and ensuring a smooth
flow of activities. They help monitor the students to
maintain discipline and order in the classroom. They
check class attendance, and when needed, the
assistants accompany students who may need to go
out of the classroom (e.g. to use the restroom).

Hall Monitors ensure the safety of students and staff
while classes are in session. They monitor entrances,
hallways, and common areas to maintain order and
minimize disruptions. They prevent unauthorized
access and address any security concerns. They note
and, if necessary, attend to any unusual patterns,
such as late arrivals or early departures of students.
In case of emergencies (fire drills, lockdowns, etc.),
hall monitors assist in evacuations and follow
established protocols.
