Where does the Hail Mary prayer
come from?

The Hail Mary owes its origin to the ro-
sary. The traditional story of the rosa-
ry was that Mary herself appeared to
St. Dominic in the twelfth century and
gave him the rosary with the promise
that if he spread devotion to the ro-
sary, his religious order would flourish.
In the twelfth century, religious orders
recited together the 150 psalms as a
way to mark the hours of the day and
the days of the week. In order to pray
the psalms, though, people had to
know how to read. People who didn't
know how to read wanted to share in
the practice, so the rosary, or praying
on beads, began as a parallel prayer

practice. It was a way that illiterate
people could remember the Lord and
his Mother throughout the day.

The first rosaries consisted of a

string of 150 beads, and, much as we
do now, a person would pass over
each bead after saying a prayer, usu-
ally the Our Father. Later, people
added the Archangel Gabriel’s greet-
ing—"Hail Mary, full of grace, the
Lord is with thee”—and later still, Eliz-
abeth’s prayer we hear in today’s Gos-
pel—"Blessed art thou among wom-
en.” Finally this prayer was added in
the sixteenth century: “Holy Mary,
Mother of God, pray for us sinners,
now and at the hour of our death.” @
