What does the Church say about
free will and predestination? | am
confused and wonder if there is
any fundamental difference?

The Church can be viewed as the
champion of free will, for it is de-
scriptive of God’s grace at work in
his creation. On the other hand, the
Church does not champion predes-
tination. The Church understands
that this concept is in direct oppo-
sition and contradicts the creative
act of God. It is understandable how
someone might confuse these two
different perspectives. In fact, some
Christian belief systems have histor-
ically confused them; for example,
those who follow the thought of
John Calvin (1509-1564), including
various Congregational, Reformed,
and Presbyterian churches. But, re-
gardless of the confusion, the two
positions are not complementa-
ry, and someone cannot hold both
positions because they are incom-
patible with each other. Catholics
believe that we have been created
by God with free will. In response
to this wonderful gift, we are invit-
ed to form our consciences and live
our lives lovingly and deliberately as
people who choose to respond, in
total freedom, to the Way, the Truth,
and the Life that is found in Jesus. @

Our Religious Education is so grateful for the
generosity and dedication of volunteers who
contribute in various ways in nurturing the
hearts and minds of the young members of our
parish. If you feel called to serve as a
catechist, catechist aide or hall monitor, below
is a brief description of their responsibilities:

. Catechists are responsible for teaching
and guiding students in their faith
formation, following the curriculum
prescribed by the Archdiocese of New
York. This role requires a strong knowledge
and commitment to the faith, the ability to
communicate religious teachings
effectively. Diocesan training sessions are
available through the ArchNYLAB catechist
training portal.

. Catechist Aides work closely with the
teacher during religious education classes.
They assist in preparing materials, setting
up the classroom, implementing class
projects and ensuring a smooth flow of
activities. They help maintain discipline and
order in the classroom, check class
attendance, and whenever needed,
accompany students who may need to go
out of the classroom (e.g. to use the
restroom).

. Hall Monitors ensure the safety of
students and staff while classes are in
session. They monitor entrances, hallways,
and common areas to maintain order and
minimize disruptions. They note and, if
necessary, attend to any unusual patterns,
such as late arrivals or early departures of
students. In case of emergency, they assist
in evacuations and follow established
protocols.

All volunteers will need to submit to a
background check and complete the Safe
Environment Training Program prescribed by
the Archdiocese of New York.
